NOTE 1 - ORGANIZATION AND DESCRIPTION OF BUSINESS

Saguaro Resources, Inc. (the "Company") was incated on February 29, 2008 under the laws of tae=Sif Delaware. The Company's
activities to date have been limited to organizatod capital. The Company has been in the exjporatage since its formation and has not
yet realized any revenues from its planned operat

The Company is primarily engaged in the acquisidod exploration of mining properties. The Comphayg acquired Sky 1-4 mineral claims
in the Lida Quadrangle Area, Esmeralda County, biVeikploration and has formulated a business planviestigate the possibilities of a
viable mineral deposit.

Saguaro Resources, Inc. was incorporated in thte 8tdelaware on February 29, 2008 to engagearatiyuisition, exploration and
development of natural resource properties. Wenthte use the net proceeds from our offering, pamsto a registration statement filed with
the U.S. Securities and Exchange Commission, teldpwour business operations. We are an exploratame company with no revenues or
operating history. The principal executive offiegs located at 71 The Mead, Darlington, County BarhDL1 1EU, United Kingdom. The
telephone number is 011 44 7753998016.

We currently own a 100% undivided interest in aengh property, the Sky 1-4 Mineral Claims (knowrtlaes "Sky Property"). The Sky
Property consists of an area of 82.64 acres lodgattte Lida Quadrangle, Esmeralda County, Nevadk to the Sky Property is held by
Saguaro Resources, Inc. Our plan of operation éetaluct mineral exploration activities on the gndp in order to assess whether it contains
mineral deposits capable of commercial extraction.

We have not earned any revenues to date and wetdmticipate earning revenues until such time agnter into commercial production of
our mineral property. We are presently in the esgilon stage of our business and we can
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provide no assurance that we will discover comnadlycexploitable levels of mineral resources on praperty. Moreover, if such deposits
discovered, there is no guarantee that we willrante further substantial exploration programs.

RESULTS OF OPERATIONS

We are still in our exploration stage and have ggied no revenues to date. We incurred operatipgreses of $2,680 and $0 for the three
months ended December 31, 2009 and 2008, respgciifese expenses consisted of general operatimgnses incurred in connection with
the day to day operation of our business and tepgration and filing of our required reports witle 1J.S. Securities and Exchange
Commission.

Our net loss from inception (February 29, 2008ptigh December 31, 2009 was $20,100.

Our auditors have issued a going concern opinibis Means that there is substantial doubt thatamecontinue as an on-going business for
the next twelve months unless we obtain additicagital to pay our bills. This is because we hasegenerated revenues and no revenue
anticipated until we begin removing and selling enais. There is no assurance we will ever readhptbiat.

LIQUIDITY AND CAPITAL RESOURCES

Our cash balance at December 31, 2009 was $643@i#45 in outstanding liabilities consisting afi@e payable to our officer and director
for funds she has loaned the company. In ordechgese our exploration program goals we neededuthéing of $20,000 from the offering

of registered shares pursuant to a registratidersent on Form S-1 filed with the SEC under filenfner 333-162168 which became effective
on January 7, 2010. Subsequent to the period endedmber 31, 2009, on January 11, 2010, the Comipangd a total of 2,000,000 shares
of common stock to 25 individuals for cash in theoaint of $.01 per share for a total of $20,000cdmplete the S-1 offering.

PLAN OF OPERATION

Our plan of operation for the next twelve monthtoisomplete the first phase of the exploratiorgpam on our claims consisting of
geological mapping, soil sampling and rock samplingaddition to the $8,500 we anticipate spendard®hase 1 as outlined below, we
anticipate spending an additional $9,250 on pradess fees, including fees payable in connectiothhe filing of this registration statement
and complying with reporting obligations, and $582n general administrative costs. Total expeméd#wver the next 12 months are there
expected to be approximately $20,000, which isatmeunt raised in the offering. If we experiencéartage of funds prior to funding during
the next 12 months, we may utilize funds from oveator, who has informally agreed to advance fuiedsllow us to pay for operation
expenses, however, she has no formal commitmaan@ement or legal obligation to advance or loanifuto the company. She has also
agreed to pay for reclamation costs in the evengxperience a shortage of funds during exploradiweh abandon the claims.
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We engaged Mr. James W. McLeod, P. Geo., to prepgemlogical evaluation report on the Sky Propévity McLeod's report summarizes
the results of the history of the exploration af thineral claims, the regional and local geologthefmineral claims and the mineralization
and the geological formations identified as a rtesuthe prior exploration in the claim areas. Heological report also gives conclusions
regarding potential mineralization of the mineralims and recommends a further geological explongtrogram on the mineral claims. The
exploration program recommended by Mr. McLeod isolews:

We plan to commence Phase 1 of the explorationrano@n the claims in the spring of 2010. We haveraal agreement with James
McLeod, the consulting geologist, who preparedgéelogy report on our claims, to retain his servifg our planned exploration program.
We expect this phase to take two weeks to compledean additional three months for the consultieglapist to receive the results from the
assay lab and prepare his report. If Phase 1 abthration program is successful, we anticipa@mencing Phase 2 in winter of 2010 or
spring 2011. We expect this phase to take thre&svieecomplete and an additional three monthsHerconsulting geologist to receive the
results from the assay lab and prepare his report.

The above program costs are management's estitveed upon the recommendations of the professtomaulting geologist's report and
actual project costs may exceed our estimatesail& de have not commenced exploration.

We will require additional funding to proceed wiahy subsequent work on the claims, we have nomptans on how to raise the additional
funding. We cannot provide investors with any aasae that we will be able to raise sufficient futmproceed with any work after the first
phase of the exploration program.

This was due to deficiencies that exigtettie design or operation of our
internal controls over financial reporting that atsely affected our internal controls and that tn@ygonsidered to be material weaknesses.
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The matters involving internal controls and proaedithat our management considered to be mates@kmesses under the standards of the
Public Company Accounting Oversight Board were:l§tk of a functioning audit committee due to &la€a majority of independent
members and a lack of a majority of outside dinectm our board of directors, resulting in ineffegtoversight in the establishment and
monitoring of required internal controls and prasexs$; (2) inadequate segregation of duties comgistith control objectives; and (3)
ineffective controls over period end financial distire and reporting processes. The aforementiovadrial weaknesses were identified by
our Chief Executive Officer in connection with theview of our financial statements as of Decemide2809.

Management believes that the material weaknessésrein items (2) and (3) above did not haves#fiect on our financial results. However,
management believes that the lack of a functioaundjt committee and the lack of a majority of odésdirectors on our board of directors
results in ineffective oversight in the establisiin@nd monitoring of required internal controls amdcedures, which could result in a
material misstatement in our financial statememfsiiure periods.

MANAGEMENT'S REMEDIATION INITIATIVES
