On December 19, 2012, InspireMD, Inc. (the “Compgafiled with the Secretary of State of the Statdelaware a Certificate of
Amendment of the Company’s Amended and RestatetifiCate of Incorporation (the “Certificate of Amdment”) to effect a one-for-four
reverse stock split of its common stock (the “ReeeBtock Split”), which decreased the number ofrnomshares issued and outstanding
from approximately 72.1 million shares to approxieta18.0 million shares.
